This Week:  Monday​­ Review­Point of view­­through a prezi. Have students take notes using a graphic organizer (they will be required to                                     
apply what they have learned about point of view in relation to the novel we are currently reading).  
Read Ch. 9  and complete assignment on point of view ​(teacher read aloud) 
Tuesday​­ Review point of view using a kahoot.  
Read Ch. 10 and identify whose point of view this chapter is being told from. Give specific evidence for your answer (​PALS                                           
strategy​­­give each group a different page to read and then they must summarize using the most important information from                                     
that paragraph).   
Wednesday​­ Read Ch. 10­11 (​Mix of read aloud and PALS strategy.​) 
Thursday​­ Read Ch. 11­12. Students will complete a timeline of the major events so far (​Mix of read aloud and PALS strategy.​)                                           
Students will be given their task, they will be given important events in the chapters and then they must sequence them. After                                           
sequencing them they must identify what they believe has been the most important event in the story. They must give specific                                         
reasons and evidence for their idea.  
Friday​­ Read Ch. 12­13, open response questions on these chapters.
